Purpose:


To provide financial support to a Bermudian student interested in furthering their education abroad in an area of study relevant to providing expertise and service to the local community.

Description of Study:


A one year BD$5,000 scholarship to be used at any accredited overseas college or university for either full-time under-graduate or post-graduate studies.

Criteria for Eligibility:
· Be over the age of 17 years

· Be Bermudian

· Pursuing a post secondary education abroad after having graduated from a Bermudian senior school

· Achieve an overall academic standing of “B” or above

· Plan to study in a field relevant to Bermuda

· Possess strong character and show demonstrated ambition

· Possess demonstrated leadership skills

· Possess demonstrated commitment to community service

· Must provide all institution term reports on academic achievement during period award is offered

· Must have demonstrated involvement in extracurricular activities

· Must advise if any other award has been sought or offered

· Must have plans to return to Bermuda following graduation and fulfil one year service in the chosen field of study

· Must commit a minimum of one year of service to a registered charity, preferably The BJSL, upon returning to Bermuda

Documents Required:

· Completed signed application form

· Photograph identification

· Proof of Bermudian status

· Evidence from secondary school of current and past academic performance, including subject and grade with certificates

· Submission stating career ambitions, civic and extra-curricular activities and why candidate should be awarded this scholarship
· Letter of acceptance from an accredited university or college

· Written document of intent to return to Bermuda to render service for period of time equivalent to award period
